This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Part A: Curriculum music
This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	Our music curriculum is planned for in all year groups and skills are mapped progressively across Key Stages which are informed by the National Curriculum. Great Ponton School music curriculum is supported by ‘Charanga’, which is a music scheme of work for supporting teaching of music from Key stage 1 and Key Stage 2.  Charanga supports teachers to deliver the inter-related dimensions of music, and introduction of instrumental experiences for children. All children have access to music lessons which includes both singing and instrumental activities. The children have additional opportunities in music alongside whole class music and ensembles.  There is an opportunity for small group and 1-1 tuition, within school which is provided by an external provider.  
Teachers use assessments throughout at planned points throughout the year, this is used in a variety of form which include videos, audio and written evidence, which will be used to support teacher judgements and assessments. 
There is a dedicated curriculum music lesson on the school timetable each week for all year groups and other opportunities for music within the school week.
Further development is needed in assessment to ensure that there is a variety of evidence to support the assessment of the children’s music curriculum. 



[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	We have the opportunity in school for private music tuition each week with a private music tutor.  These can be individual lessons, or small group sessions. Parents are charged for these sessions and they are booked through the music tutor.  The current tutor offers guitar and keyboard lessons. Children who receive pupil premium can use this money to purchase music tuition.
Children can have opportunities to rehearse and practise within school should they require to use a classroom space when it is available.
Lincolnshire Music Service loan the school instruments to support our instrumental teaching.  


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	As part of our whole school collective worship the children have a weekly singing assembly.
At the end of each big term (3 times a year) we hold a music concert where the children perform a class song with instrument percussion, this is usually linked to the music curriculum they have been working on.  Within the concert we perform some of our songs we have practised with the assemblies.  Parents and Governors are invited to the music concert.
KS2 children will have access LMS Musical tuition for Autumn Term, learning a variety of instruments and percussion.
KS2 are taking part in the Young Voices Concert in Sheffield.
We have the opportunity in school for private music tuition each week with a private music tutor.  Parents are charged for these sessions and they are booked through the music tutor.


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	During the next academic year to fully embed 1 hour of music every week across both Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2. This will include whole class instrumental lessons, these will be in addition to curriculum music lessons and will be delivered to at least one year group. We have Lincolnshire Music Service within the school, this provides the Key Stage 2 children opportunities to work with a music specialist with a for a term (12 weeks) on whole class instrumental teaching. Key stage one children have access to the IMPs music provision.
To provide an opportunity for ensemble using technology, this ensemble is led by a competent musician. We will upskill staff to ensure the children are given the best opportunities.
We will promote the love of singing and engagement for the children. Explore further opportunities for singing opportunities, young voices, performing songs at festivals and school music concerts.  Further developing a school choir.
To secure further funding to enable more opportunities for musical experiences.  Organise events to fundraise money to purchase experiences and resources for music


Further information (optional)
	We have continued to use the Lincolnshire Music Service to deliver our whole school music tuition.  This year we are widening our choice of instruments and working on brass instruments.
The Department for Education publishes a guide for parents and young people on how they can get involved in music in and out of school, and where they can go to for support beyond the school. We will send this out to parents at the start of the academic year.
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
