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Withdrawal sex education within RSE 
Great Ponton School hopes that parents will feel comfortable with, and understand the importance of, the education provided to their children as described in this policy. Parents of children in primary school have the right to request that their child be withdrawn from some, or all, of the sex education aspects of RSE. Before withdrawing or making a request, the school strongly urges parents to carefully consider their decision as sex education is a vital part of the school curriculum and supports child development. Parents cannot withdraw their child from Relationships or Health Education or the elements on human growth and reproduction.
Any parent of a primary pupil wishing to withdraw their child from sex education should put their request in writing and send it to the Headteacher using the form below. The Headteacher will arrange a meeting with a relevant member of staff to discuss their concerns. 
Once those discussions have taken place, except in exceptional circumstances, the school will respect the parents’ request to withdraw the child. A copy of withdrawal requests will be placed in the pupil’s educational record. If a pupil is excused from sex education the school will ensure that the pupil receives appropriate, purposeful education during the period of withdrawal.
